Coco Before Chanel  (110 min.)  March 18 
Audrey Tautou  stars as legendary French designer Gabrielle "Coco" Chanel in this 

lively biopic that explores the fashion icon's storied ascension from orphan to 

seamstress and cabaret si nger and ultimately, the queen of Parisian haute couture. 

Alessandro Nivola  plays Arthur "Boy" Capel, Chanel's lover and influential business 

investor who makes a lifelong impact on the young woman. Anne Fontaine  directs this 

Oscar nominee for Best Costume Design.

Coral Reef Adventure  (46 min.)  March 5

City Lights  (87 min.)  March 6  
In his final silent film -- widely considered one of his best -- Charlie Chaplin  assumes 

the persona of the Little Tramp and makes the acquaintance of a blind flower girl 

(Virg inia Cherrill ), who, because she can't see him, believes the shabby tramp is a 

millionaire. The tramp attempts to raise enough money for the blind girl to have an 

eye operation, knowing she might eventually discover his true identity.  

 

Hollywood Singing and Dancing: A Musical History  (107 min.) March 13 
Oscar -winning screen, stage and TV star Shirley Jones hosts this entertaining 

retrospective on the history of Hollywood musicals, featuring a compilation of clips 

from many of Tinseltown's most iconic song -and -dance extravaganzas. This lively 

documentary includes excerpts from An American in Paris, Singin' in the Rain, Damn 

Yankees, Oklahoma!, Carousel and Chicago . 

 

The Circus  (68 min.) March  20 
Charlie Chaplin  stirs up a riotous time as his beguiling alter ego, The Tramp, in 1928's 

The Circus , one his lesser -known (but just as magical) films. On the lam once again, 

The Tramp joins a traveling circus and falls for one of its superstars, leaving nothing 

but joy and love in his wake.  

 

Bob Hope: The Road to Laughter (99 min.) March 27 
This heartfelt documentary features  extended clips from some of Hope's most 

entertaining and memorable movies, including hilarious scenes from classics such as 

Road to Morocco, Road to Utopia  and The Paleface . Also includes the best on -screen 

moments and personal reminiscences of "Rapid Rob ert" from those who knew him the 

best.

M *A*S*H (116 min.) March 6   

Director Robert Altman 's thinly veiled Vietnam War satire is indicative of when the 

spirit of the 1970s went mainstream, with Elliot Gould, Donald Sutherland  and Tom 

Skerritt  as Army doctors fighting military insanity and healing wounded soldiers 

during the Korean War. Featuring an Oscar -winning score and standout work from a 

huge ensemble cast (including Robert Duvall  and Sally Kellerman ), M*A*S*H is a 

masterpiece of '70s cinema.  

 

An Education (95 min.)  March 13  
Jenny's Oxford -bound teen life is undistinguished in 1961 London until she's given a 

different kind of education after being immersed in the beguiling but hazardous 

world of cultured and much -older David ( Peter Sarsg aard ). Even Jenny's father, Jack 

(Alfred Molina ), is intrigued by him, but her school's unimpressed headmistress 

(Emma  Thompson ) works to keep Jenny's entire future from crumbling under David's 

influence.  
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The Whistle Blower (104 min .) March 20  
Frank Jones ( Michael Caine ) is a distinguished army veteran; his son Robert is a 

talented linguist who translates wiretapped Russian phone conversations for the 

British government. But when his mysterious death is called an accident, Frank 

begins to investigate. What he finds leads him into the depths of th e intelligence 

community and to sinister, covert dealings at the highest level -- and that information 

could get him killed.  

 

My Brilliant Career  (100 min.)  March 27 
Refractory Sybylla Melvyn ( Judy Davis ) bucks 19th century societal conventions in 

this charming Australian film helmed by Gillian Armstrong . On Syb ylla's path toward 

realizing her dream of artistic greatness, she casts aside a starchy suitor, exasperates 

her mother and confounds her grandmother. But when Sybylla falls for affluent 

landowner Harry Beecham ( Sam Neill ), she must choose between traditional marriage 

and pursuing her career ambitions.
